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The five main presiden-
tial elections candi-
dates held on Monday

evening a debate before the
first round of the elections
that will take place this
Sunday 28th January.

The debate focused on the
Cyprus issue, foreign relations,
energy, internal governance
and economy. It was held
at the Cyprus Broadcasting
Corporation (CyBC), with a
panel of journalists from the
five largest Cyprus-wide
television stations.

An online straw poll hosted

on the website of daily Politis
showed AKEL-backed Stavros
Malas was the most persua-
sive (42 per cent), followed by
president Nicos Anastasiades
with 33 per cent. DIKO’s
Nicolas Papadopoulos got
13 per cent in this metric,
followed by Giorgos Lillikas
and Elam’s Christos Christou
with 4 per cent each.

Malas made a good impres-
sion, and was relaxed through-
out. A highlight was when he
stated categorically that he
would not be seeking the
support of far-right Elam

between the first and second
round of voting – the only
candidate to do so.

He gained the upper hand
in the first part of the televised
debate, which dealt with the
Cyprus problem. 

“Let us not cult ivate a
climate that we lost a chance,
we haven’t lost any chance,”
Anastasiades said of the
talks in the Swiss resort of
Crans-Montana last July.

Anastasiades reiterated that
it was Turkish intransigence
that caused the collapse of the
talks, citing statements from

Greek Foreign Minister Nicos
Kotzias.

The Greek Cypriot side
wanted a truly independent
state without guarantors, the
president said.

But Malas cited the UN
secretary-general’s statement
that a “historic chance has
been lost at Crans-Montana”
and said it was a position
shared by many Greek Cyp-
riots who blame Anastasiades
for causing the collapse.

Malas also attacked DIKO
leader Nicolas Papadopoulos
who gave a vague overview

of what he planned to do if
elected.

Papadopoulos said he
would first visit the Greek
prime minister and then the
UNSG to explain positions, in
line with the mandate handed
to him by the people, to
withdraw existing proposals
made by Anastasiades.

“I honestly believe we can
convince people abroad,” he
said, accusing Anastasiades
of making too many conces-
sions.

However, Malas wondered
what Papadopoulos would
tell the Greek premier when
Alexis Tsipras himself believes
that the problem must be
resolved soon to avoid worse
developments.

“Tell him what? Mr Tsipras
said a bizonal, bicommunal
federation is the basis of the
talks and we need to conti-
nue immediately based on
this,” Malas said.

The candidates avoided
making major blunders,
although Papadopoulos was
taken to task about his asser-
tion that natural gas prices
have skyrocketed. It was his
dig at the government, which
Papadopoulos criticised for
not being more proactive in
commercialising Cyprus’ gas,
finds now that prices were up.

When he was told that
at any rate Noble Energy
does not consider current gas
prices to be viable for produc-
tion, a defensive Papadopou-
los shot himself in the foot,
saying: “So the Republic of
Cyprus must wait on the
companies to sell the gas?”

On Tuesday, Papadopou-
los’ chief staffer Chrysis
Pantelides tried to limit the
damage by insisting the DIKO
leader had got his facts right.

Speaking on CyBC radio for
a post-mortem on the debate,
Pantelides said that oil current-
ly goes for $60 per barrel,
whereas in 2015 it was priced
at $28.

He was implying therefore
that natural gas prices are
also rising, as they are
largely linked to oil prices.

However, this is not true
where Europe is concerned.
According to energy analyst
Charles Ellinas, in European

markets, gas-to-gas pricing is
used in a number of trading
hubs. The largest gas trading
hub in Europe is the TTF,
based in the Netherlands.

Gas prices have only
slightly increased in recent
months due to higher demand
during the winter.

“Prices have remained
steady over the last three
years. In 2015, the average
price was about $6 per
mmbtu (million British thermal
units), in 2016 it dropped to
$5, and in 2017 it came back
up to $6. But that’s a far
cry from the $8 registered in
UK trading platforms in
December 2014.”

Moving on to another point,
DIKO’s Pantelides went on
to claim that Anastasiades
performed poorly in the
debate.

He cited Anastasiades’
frequent fidgeting with his
papers, which showed that
the incumbent had come
unprepared.

Pantelides then took the
argument forward: “Anastasia-
des was unprepared in the
debate, just as he was unpre-
pared during the (2013)
Eurogroup, and likewise in
Crans-Montana, where he
went to discuss security and
guarantees but ended up
making concessions on the
internal aspects of the settle-
ment.”

The truth is that they have
no arguments to engage
politically with Stavros Malas
because he submits thought-
ful statements, puts forth
proposals with seriousness,
and persuades people with
his credibility, honesty and
sincerity.

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Government must implement national strategy to
tackle county lines drug trade, urges Joan Ryan MP
Joan Ryan MP has urged

the Government to imple-
ment a national strategy

to tackle the exploitation of
vulnerable children, young
people and adults in the
county lines drug trade.

Last Wednesday, Joan
Ryan led a major debate in
Parliament on ‘County Lines
Exploitation in London’ and
raised concerns about London
gangs and criminal networks
who are flooding suburban
and rural areas with drugs, co-
ordinating their sale through
dedicated mobile phone
lines, in a practice known as
‘county lines’ activity.

The county lines drug trade
is having a terrible, damaging
effect on young people and
vulnerable adults, who are at
great personal risk of physical
and sexual abuse from gang
members. Many affected com-
munities in London and across
the UK are reporting sharp
rises in knife crime offences,
violent crime and drug use.

Ms Ryan said: “Vulnerable
children as young as 12 are
being groomed by county
lines gangs with promises of
money, companionship and
respect, and the homes of
vulnerable adults are being
taken over to be used as drug

dens. These are cases of mod-
ern slavery that are spreading
out from London, and other
urban areas, reaching into
every corner of our country.”

In their latest report on coun-
ty lines activity, the National
Crime Agency stated that
“there are at least 720 lines
across England and Wales”,
with “at least 283 lines origi-
nating in London.” Worryingly,
the agency has also said that
“the actual number may well
be considerably higher, as
many of these areas are like-
ly to have more than one line.”

Joan Ryan also called on
the Government to commis-

sion comprehensive and
rigorous research, pulling
together up-to-date police
and local authority data so
that the true scale of county
lines activity can be under-
stood.

She said: “We urgently
require a national strategy to
ensure a consistent practice
on tackling county lines is
applied across all local
authorities and police forces
in London and throughout the
country. 

We cannot allow more
vulnerable children, young
people and adults, to fall
between the cracks.”

It never ceases to amaze me
the arrogant and tenacious
attitude of the Tories both

on a national and local level. In
Enfield, the Tories have begun
their election campaign for
May’s local elections. The
blatant lies that some Tory
activists are pedalling on the
doorstep are despicable.

However, this is nothing
new and we shouldn’t be
surprised. It was senior Tory
polit icians who claimed
during the Brexit campaign
that Britain could save over
300 million pounds weekly
and to be ring-fenced for
the NHS if Brexit was to
happened. We now know
from the benefit of hindsight
that this was a terrible lie and
a betrayal of people’s trust.

In Enfield, the Tories are
doing the same. In Southgate,
the Tories are preaching that
they wil l  save Southgate
Police station from closure, yet
it is Theresa May’s govern-
ment that proposed its
closure. This campaign
pledge doesn’t make sense,
or perhaps the Tories feel that
local people are stupid.

The local Tories claim that
they can run services better
than any other party. Again
this is another lie. Last sum-
mer, we had the sad tragedy
of the Glenfell Tower disaster.
The blame is down to the local
Conservative Council, the
housing management team
and Tory policies from the
Margaret Thatcher era. Thirty
years ago, the Tories sold off
public housing and put a stop
on building social housing for
the poor. Instead, profit was

the incentive driven by Tory
policy rather than public
safety. 

The Tories have a proven
track record of decimating
public services that hurt our
most vulnerable people
including the elderly and
children. The Tories cannot
be trusted to run our public
services, let alone trust them-
selves. This is clearly evident
that in the London Borough of
Enfield the Tory Group Leader
(Cllr. Jo Laban) and their
Deputy (Cllr. Edward Smith)
have moved to new wards to
contest in the elections. This
creates somewhat of an
oddity.

Barry Gardiner, Shadow
International Trade
Secretary and MP for

Brent North, campaigning in
Barnet on Saturday, said:
“We’re asking everyone in
Barnet to make sure they are
registered to vote in the coun-
cil elections in May. Barnet
has a history of problems with
voter registration and there’s
a risk that if you leave it to the
last minute, you won’t be able
to vote.

“Many EU nationals don’t
know they can vote in the 2018
council elections. We are
encouraging them to use their
democratic right to vote and
have their say on the Conser-
vatives’ poor management of
council services.

“For EU nationals, this is
their one chance to vote

against the Conservatives’
irresponsible mishandling of
Brexit negotiations and the
damage this is causing to our
relations with the rest of
Europe. We still don’t know
the detail of the rights that may
or may not be protected for
EU nationals in Barnet and
their families after Brexit.

“The three Conservative
MPs in Barnet and the
Conservative council openly
support Theresa May and
Boris Johnson and their
dangerous approach to
Brexit. The council and B
arnet’s Conservative MPs are
happy to risk the UK leaving
the EU with a bad deal for jobs
and the economy, or even no
deal.

“The Conservatives only
control Barnet Council by one

council seat. If Labour wins
Barnet it will send a powerful
message to the Conservative
government that they must put
jobs and citizens’ rights first
in the Brexit talks from now
on.”

There are 28,851 non-UK
voters registered in Barnet
who can vote in the council
elections but who were not
eligible to vote in the General
Election or the EU Referen-
dum. Labour canvassers have
spoken to hundreds more
non-UK voters who are not on
the electoral register and is
encouraging them to register.

Barnet Council is controlled
by the Conservatives with a
majority of one - the current
make-up of the council is
32 Conservatives, 30 Labour
and one Lib-Dem.

The latest data and
analysis from price
comparison website,

MoneySuperMarket, looked at
over two mill ion home
insurance quotes covering the
last two years to identify the
postcodes with the highest
and lowest rate of claims for
home contents theft within a
five year period.

According to the findings,
Guildford postal district GU3,
which didn’t feature at all in
the top 20 last year, has risen
to the top of the rankings with
a rate of 52.31 claims per
1,000 quotes. 

In second place is
Cambridge, rising sharply from
last year’s 12th place with a
rate of 51.43 claims per 1,000
quotes. 

While London dominated
16 of the top 20 spots in last
year’s list, other cities have
overtaken the capital this year
with Manchester M21, Leeds
LS5, and Birmingham B15
sitting third, fourth and fifth
respectively.

Liverpool L16 is a new entry
on this year’s list at number
six, with 50.15 claims per
1,000, while Edinburgh EH5 is
the first Scottish location on
the list at 13th place, with a
rate of 42.11 claims per 1000.

Residents of Redbridge IG4
– which took the number one
spot in the 2017 list – will be
pleased to see it has fallen out
of this year’s top 20, alongside
other London postcodes such
as Clayhall (G5 and south
London’s SE21.

Affluent Greater London
areas including Teddington
TW11, Richmond SW14 and
Twickenham TW12 are all new
entries in the top 20.

The MoneySuperMarket
data reveals that the value of
claims submitted in winter are
on average 37 per cent higher
than those submitted in
summer – most likely because
of the presence of high-value
Christmas presents in the
home.

The value of insurance for
laptops, jewellery, watches
and bicycles continues to rise.
The average collective value
of itemised possessions (items
listed on contents policies
because of their high value,
typically £1,500 or more) was
£4,400, which is 10 per cent
more than in 2016.

Of the postcodes with at
least one claim for theft,
Bideford in North Devon EX39
has the lowest rate with 0.78
claims per 1,000 quotes. 

Other areas successfully
keeping burglars at bay
include the Murton area in
County Durham SR7 with a
rate of just 1.09 per 1,000,
and Tiverton EX16 – the
second area in Devon to
feature in the lowest five. 

There are also 101 postal

districts with no recorded
claims.

Kevin Pratt ,  consumer
affairs expert at
MoneySuperMarket, said:
“This year’s claims analysis
suggests burglaries fall into
two main categories: crimes
committed in wealthy suburbs,
where thieves expect rich
pickings and a degree of
seclusion, and busy urban
areas, where strangers attract
little attention and burglars
hope to make speedy
getaways.

“We should bear in mind
that many criminals are
opportunists - if they see a soft
target, they will pounce. That
makes it crucial for everyone,
regardless of where they live,
to be vigilant and to take the
necessary steps to keep
burglars at bay.”

Cyber-attacks are coming
thick and fast and the tools at
the hackers’ disposal seem to
be getting more, not less,
powerful.

Estimated annual losses
from cyber crime now top
£291bn , according to the
Centre for Strategic and
International Studies. 

So many businesses are
buying cyber insurance “in a
mad panic”, warns a cyber-
security company.

Telecoms Company
TalkTalk suffered losses of
nearly £750,000 after its
breach in 2015, says Lloyd’s,
and this included a £400,000
fine from the UK Information
Commissioner’s Office. So it’s
perhaps little surprise that
interest in cyber insurance has
spiked recently.

The number of insurers
offering cyber insurance
via Lloyd’s of London has leapt
to more than 70, nearly
double the number a few
years ago.

The Battle of the Power
Station was the last conflict
with the occupiers before the
liberation of Athens and
Piraeus, and the most iconic
act of resistance protecting the
infrastructure of a public utility.

Last Flag Flying

I first saw Richard Linklater’s
disappointing fi lm at last
October’s London Film
Festival but on a second
viewing I still found it tiresome
and objectionable. 

Linklater’s recent filmo-
graphy includes the multi
award-winning BOYHOOD
and the classic BEFORE
SUNRISE trilogy which makes
this lame drama even more of

a let-down. 
The action begins in

December 2003 where three
Vietnam War veterans are
re-united for a special mission.
One night former Navy Corps
medic Larry “Doc” Shepherd
(Steve Carell) pays an
unexpected visit to the bar of
former Marine Sal (Bryan
Cranston) and together they
embark on a journey in order
to bury Doc’s son, a young
Marine killed in the Iraq War.
But first they must pay a visit
to their old friend and fellow
Marine Richard Mueller
(Laurence Fishburne), who
has become a preacher…

This road movie premise,
based on Darryl Poniscan’s
novel, the writer of THE LAST
DETAIL, begins well with a
strong but the dialogue feels
forced and repetitive. 

Bryan Cranston has the
more showy part but his
performance comes across as
too stagey and technical.
Steve Carell is surprisingly
restrained as the man griev-
ing for his son but eventually
he doesn’t have that much to
do – he just reacts quietly
mostly in the background. It is
Laurence Fishburne who
steals the movie with his
dignified presence but even
he can’t rescue the fi lm
particularly at its objectionable
conclusion. 

A f i lm that begins as a
strong anti-war f i lm but
eventually tries to have it both
ways leaving a bad taste in the
mouth!

Stanley Webber is an odd fellow but also an erstwhile piano
player. He chooses to live in a higgledy-piggledy boarding
house in an English seaside town, run by the equally odd Meg

and Petey Boles. Into their lives come dapper but sinister strangers,
Goldberg and McCann, looking for Stanley who they supposedly
know and want to throw a party for his birthday. The poor man insists
he neither knows them or that it’s his birthday. The putative party
goes ahead. The Birthday Party (Harold Pinter Theatre) is Harold
Pinter’s second full length play, written in 1957. 

Two things struck me watching Ian Rickson’s excellent produc-
tion with its cast of acting luminaries. Blue Velvet, Twin Peaks and
absurdist, black humour practitioners owe lots to Pinter. It bristles
with menace but will also have you cackling aloud and you are
never sure what might happen next. Secondly, six decades on his
writing remains as invigorating as the sea air in which it is set,
coming at you in waves of wit and threat. The plot unfolds like one
of those dated English costume episodes of Dr Who. Enter Pearl
Mackie, fresh from the Tardis, as the lovely Lulu, friend of Meg and
a willing participant in the shenanigans that ensue. 

Pinter leaves much open to interpretation making the audience
something far more than a passive voyeur. It must have been
tempting for Rickson to give it a contemporary resonance, there are
enough ‘issues’ around, but that is trite and lazy, so instead he goes
for a straight down the line period revival. Hoorah for that. Some of
the politically incorrect language, especially when aimed at women,
created a mini frisson in the stalls as though my fellow denizens were
about to rise up. No such luck.

The luminescent cast live up to their billing. Toby Jones, in word
and action, milks our pity for loner Stanley, who puts up a good fight
with the interlopers but when they push home their advantage, ramp-
ing it up incrementally, Stephen Mangan’s terrifying Goldberg breaks
him mercilessly. Better known for comedy Mangan portrays ruth-
lessness horribly well aided and abetted by partner in mental torture
McCann, a prickly Tom Vaughan-Lawlor. The women have less to
get their teeth into, best not begin the debate about Pinter and his writ-
ing of female characters, but both Zoë Wanamaker as dotty landla-
dy Meg and Mackie’s Lulu bring quality performances to the party. 

Adding to the psychological disturbance is Simon Baker’s sound
design which makes the atmosphere crackle ominously. The
ending will give you the heebie-jeebies. An intriguing, masterfully
written play on memory and recall and how we remember life’s
episodes. Maybe hindsight isn’t such a wonderful thing after all and
better to let sleeping dogs lie. I wish you many happy returns of the
day. You may not feel the same having experienced this.

Now for something, surprisingly, equally dark and entertaining.
Pinocchio (National Theatre) is a co-production between the National
and Disney. While you digest that and think about any other versions
you may have seen of the puppet boy who wants to be human, think
again for this re-imagining, directed by John Tiffany and written by
Dennis Kelly is theatrical magic. My 9-year-old niece, Molly, who
attended this energised matinee performance with me, was particu-
larly gobsmacked as the cute animated boy wasn’t really part of her
cultural vocabulary yet. Now she wants to see all the films. 

The world in which this Pinocchio lives, brilliantly designed and
created by Bob Crowley and puppetry director Tony Olié, is like a
macabre puppet theme park where everybody and everything is
otherworldly, Pinocchio being the main attraction but a seriously cute
Jiminy Cricket the star. Now you’re thinking this is classic Disney, it
includes those unforgettable songs Hi Diddle Dee Dee and When
You Wish Upon a Star, yet nothing is further from the truth. It’s
sinister and spooky, personified by the horrific Stromboli, the nasty
Coachman and even his father, lugubrious Gepetto, each appearing
as a giant presence giving the impression they will be the final judges
of Pinocchio’s destiny. 

The poor lad, whose nose grows every time he lies, must over-
come a variety of obstacles before he earns the right to become
human and when he lands on the ‘naughty island’ we encounter the
incredible whale, yet another piece of monster imagination by the
design team. The story was sometimes a little difficult to follow, par-
ticularly when Tiffany went full throttle on the underlying moral themes
of the tale, which are not that child friendly (having said that Molly was
unfazed) but soon we were lost again in the fantastical visuals.
Molly’s verdict? “That was ay-may-zing”! A critic in the making.

Finally Rose Goodenough enjoys the ooh-la-la English style...Noel
Coward wrote Private Lives (Yvonne Arnaud) in just three days.
A rare talent indeed and this slightly parodic comedy (did people
really speak and behave like that) remains popular and oft performed.
It’s a classic Coward set up as two divorcees Elyot and Amanda,
once married to each other, now on honeymoon with their new
partners in France. It’s not working out. Quelle surprise, they end up
rekindling their amour in Amanda’s Paris pied-à-terre. 

Snappy direction by Michael Cabot plays it strictly for laughs and
the cast of the London Classic Theatre company turn in excellent
performances with Helen Keeley particularly good as the cocksure
Amanda and Gareth Bennett-Ryan too as Elyot, an arrogant man of
his time for whom women were lower down the pecking order. I’m not
trying to excuse him but we need to be mindful that in Coward’s time
such was life. It could have done with a ten-minute trim, otherwise a
very entertaining evening and the design by Frankie Bradshaw was
gorgeous.

Theatre on 17 April unti l
16 June, with previews from
21 March.

Tina Turner said: “I am so
excited to be bringing my
musical to the West End!
London is a place that means
so much to me and had such
a big impact on my music
and my life. Returning now to
tell my full story, in the city I
love, feels like an important
chapter and is truly exciting.”

Adrienne Warren will play
Tina, making her West End
debut in the show.

Warren’s previous credits
include Shuffle Along at the
Music Box Theatre on
Broadway, for which she
received a Tony nomination.
Her other US theatre credits
include Bring it On the
Musical at St James Theatre,
Dreamgirls at the Apollo
Theatre, which was followed
by a National Tour, and The

Wiz at Encores City Centre.
The show will have choreo-

graphy from Anthony van
Laast, set and costume
designs by Mark Thompson,
musical supervision by
Nicholas Skilbeck and
orchestrations by Ethan
Popp. 

From humble beginnings
in Nutbush, Tennessee, to

her transformation into the
global Queen of Rock ‘n’ Roll,
Tina Turner didn’t just break
the rules, she rewrote them.
This new stage musical,
presented in association with
Tina Turner herself, reveals
the untold story of a woman
who dared to defy the
bounds of her age, gender
and race.

With a career that has
spanned more than half a
century, the legendary rock
performer Tina Turner is one
of the world’s best-selling
artists of all time. She first
rose to fame in the 1960s
partnering with her then-
husband Ike Turner, achiev-
ing great acclaim for their live
performances and catalogue
of hits. 

Later, Turner enjoyed an
international solo career with
her 1984 album Private Dan-
cer earning her widespread
recognition and numerous
awards, including three
Grammys. She went on to
deliver more chart-topping
albums and hits, receiving a
further eight Grammy Awards
and reportedly selling more
concert t ickets than any
other solo performer in his-
tory. The revered singer was
introduced into the Rock and
Roll Hall of Fame in 1991 and
has often been voted as one
of the most successful female
Rock ‘n’ Roll artists of all time.

Paparizou says ‘no’
to representing

Cyprus in Eurovision

Greek superstar Elena
Paparizou has reportedly
turned down an offer to repre-
sent Cyprus in Eurovision,
according to the Eurovision
Fan Club in Greece (INFE).

Earlier this week, Cypriot
media reported that national
broadcaster RIK was trying to
convince the 2005 Eurovision
winner to represent our island
at this year’s singing contest.

The INFE blog reported that
RIK executives were in Athens
to negotiate with the singer.

The Cypriot broadcaster has
not yet confirmed or denied
the rumour, however, ‘Cypri-

ot sources’ have suggested
that long-term negotiations
between them and Papari-
zou’s team have ended, with
the star reportedly to have
said ‘no’ to the offer.

The proposal would have
involved a song written by
fellow Greek-Swede, hit-
maker Alex Papaconstantinou,
who has previously written
hits for Paparizou and who
is involved with this year’s
Cypriot entry.

She was said to have loved
the “up-tempo ethnic-fused
track” that was being prepared
for the 2018 contest, but
decided that she wasn’t ready
to make a third appearance
in Eurovision.

Paparizou won the 2005
Eurovision Song Contest with
her entry My Number One.

This year’s contest will be
held in Lisbon, on May 8, 10
and 12.

Kim Kardashian’s new
baby daughter with rapper
husband Kanye West has
been named Chicago, the
reality star announced last
week.

The baby girl, nicknamed
“Chi” (pronounced ‘shy’) - was
7lbs 6oz when she was born
to a surrogate at 12:47am on
Monday 15 January.

Kardashian revealed the
name, without explanation, in
a simple update to the birth
announcement she made

earlier this week. 
Announcing the arrival on

social media, she told fans:
“Kanye and I are happy to
announce the arrival of our
healthy, beautiful baby girl.
We are incredibly grateful to
our surrogate who made our
dreams come true with the
greatest gift one could give
and to our wonderful doctors
and nurses for their special
care. North and Saint are
especially thrilled to welcome
their baby sister.”

The couple - who are
already parents to North, four,
and Saint, two, decided to
use a surrogate to have their
third child after Kardashian

suffered from placenta
accereta with her previous
pregnancies.

The life-threatening condi-
tion meant the placenta’s
attachment to her uterine
wall could have caused
haemorrhaging in labour.

The condition hampered her
labour with second child Saint
in 2015 and caused serious
complications.

Baby Chicago is one of a
potential three new additions
to the famous family with
Khloe Kardashian expecting
her first child and Kylie Jenner
rumoured to be pregnant
with Travis Scott’s child.
